When do | speak at the meeting?

¢ Please note that the planning officer can summarise issues after all the speakers have been heard and
before the matter is debated by the Planning Committee Members and a vote taken.

How long can | speak for?

e All speakers are allowed to speak for a maximum of three minutes.

Other important notes

e Speakers are only allowed to make statements — they may not ask questions of enter into dialogue with
Councillors, Officers or other speakers.

e Consideration of an application will not be delayed simply because someone who is registered to speak is

not in attendance at the time the application is considered
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e Confine your points to Planning issues: Don’t refer to non-planning issues such as private property rights,
moral issues, loss of views or effects on property values, which are not a material consideration on which
the decision will be based.

e You are not allowed to circulate new information, plans, photographs etc that has not first been seen and
agreed by the Planning Officers

e Extensive late representations, substantial changes, alterations to proposals etc. will not be automatically
accepted, due to time constraints on Councillors and Officers to fully consider such changes during the
Planning Committee Meeting.

PHOTOGRAPHY AND AUDIO/VISUAL RECORDINGS OF MEETINGS Anyone may record
meetings of the Council, the Cabinet, any Committee or Sub-Committee of the Council
through any audio, visual or written method to include taking photographs of meetings,
filming meetings or making audio recordings of meetings. The Chair of the meeting shall
have the discretion to revoke the permission in the event that the exercise of the permission
is disturbing the conduct of the meeting in any way or when it is otherwise necessary due to
the nature of the business being transacted at the meeting. Permission may only be
exercised where the public have the right to attend the meeting; and if a meeting passes a
motion to exclude the press and public, then in conjunction with this, all rights to record the
meetings are removed.
