In scoping the review, the Group heard and commented: -

e Abandoned vehicles, graffiti and fly tipping are critical issues to the
Council
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Street scene encompasses waste and the new legislation Clean
Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005, defines side waste as
fly tipping

Street scene in Northampton is no worse than other towns but the
public’s perception of street scene in the town is poor.

A lot of houses in the town are multi occupied and often rubbish
from these properties is put out directly onto the street or into street
bins.

Recycling boxes are not issued with lids but the public can request
a net covering. It was suggested that a press release be issued
informing the public of this.
